Although the report is based on actual research, names and facts have been altered to the extent that the content does not relate to any person, living or deceased. The report refers to numbered supporting documents and images that are not provided for this example.] 

Background & Analysis of Project
The client’s 2nd Great Grandfather, Charles Henry Jones, was born on August 23, 1845 at Great Falls, Niagara County, New York; a son of William and Josephine (Baumann) Jones.  Charles married Hulda J Fleck on February 23, 1865 at Lockport, New York, by Rev. Mc Bennett.  Hulda who was born in November 1844 at Amherst, New York, and died on July 29, 1918 at Lockport.  Charles died at same place on July 19, 1918. 

Research Objectives
Document the lineage of Charles H Jones to the immigrant ancestor and his foreign origin to the extent possible within the time allowed.

Summary of Findings
Charles Henry Jones was a son of William Jones, who was born in 1813, in Fayette Township, Seneca County, New York; and a grandson of George Jones, a native of Blackthorn Township, Northampton County, Pennsylvania.  The Jones lineage has been documented for five additional generations beyond Charles H Jones to the client’s 7th great-grandfather, Heinrich Jones, who was born about 1683 in the Kingdom of Hannover, Prussia, and immigrated to America in 1733.  The town of origin for the family in Hannover has not yet been identified.

Detailed Report
The surname Jones appears to have been found among the Germans that settled in PA, MD, VA, and perhaps other areas of America in the 1700s.  The various spellings of the name are Jones, Schaad, Jonest; and more corrupt forms have been found in records as Janes, Shart, Short.  

Initial online searches revealed more than a few Jones families who immigrated to America at different times, and not all originated from the same German place of origin.  Pennsylvania was a popular destination for Germans in the early 1700s, and not all Joness populated in the same general area of the Colony.  Therefore, there is nothing unique about the name Jones that would lead to an early assumption that all Joness are closely related.  

Charles Henry Jones, client’s 2nd great-grandfather

The course of research began with the earliest known generation of the client’s Jones family, Charles Henry Jones.  According to his death certificate, Charles was born about August 23, 1844 at Great Falls, Niagara County, New York; a son of William Jones and Josephine Baumann.  

The U.S. government has conducted a census of all persons living in the United States every 10 years since 1790.  The most recent publicly available census is that of 1930.  Census records provide a wealth of information on families, and that information varies from year to year.

When considering a search of census records, because of the unknown possible family connections of persons with the same surname living in the same geographic areas, other persons with the name have also been included in the scope of the effort.
The earliest census with Charles as head of household was taken in 1870 at Great Falls, Niagara County, New York.  Charles was age 24, and was working as the local PostMaster at Gas Port, a subdivision of Great Falls.  He also ran a grocery business.   His wife Huldah J was age 25.  With them were two children: Eliza J age 3, and Josephine A age 1 (see Document 001).

In 1880, Charles and Huldah were continuing to enjoy prosperity at Great Falls where he continued to act as a PostMaster and Farmer.  The household had grown to include additional children: Charles H Jr. age 7, Benjamin F age 3, and Huldah age 1.  Also residing with them was Charles’ Father, William Jones age 68, a native of New York, whose parents were born in Pennsylvania.  William was working as a store clerk.  Charles’ mother, Josephine, was not listed, therefore she may have died.  Additionally, Huldah’s Sister, Anna E Fleck age 34 was boarding with the family.  George W Oaklas age 17 and Charles Rieboldt age 21 were two other servants boarding in the household (Document 002).

This record establishes William Jones to be Charles’ Father, a native of New York, with parents born in Pennsylvania.  The record also shows that Charles’ Mother was a native of Pennsylvania.

Over the previous decade, the prosperity of Charles’ business pursuits had earned him great favor in the community of Great Falls.  However, shortly after Christmas in 1883, news began circulating in the town about severe financial difficulties.  Charles found himself bankrupt as evidenced by an article that appeared in the New York Times on January 9, 1883 
(see Document 003):

“HEAVY FAILURE NEAR LOCKPORT.

LOCKPORT, Jan, 8.—The city was thrown into wild excitement this morning by a rumor that Charles H. Jones, well known as Postmaster, storekeeper, miller, and agricultural Implement dealer, of Wolcottsville, in this county, had failed and made a general assignment to E. C. Stebbins, a lawyer, of Lockport. Jones had always been considered very sound, but the rumor proved correct, as the assignment and schedules of preferred creditors were found on file at the County Clerk's office, which was visited by at least 200 interested businessmen during the day. E. C. hart, attorney for Jones, said the liabilities of Jones would be between $80,000 and $100,000 and the assets about $50,000. The schedule of preferred creditors embraces four classes, the laborers being first; a full list embraces 54 different persons in amounts of from $15 to $27,000, the large sums being mostly notes. The cause of Jones's failure was very extensive business operations on borrowed capital, mostly notes, and some at high interest. He was engaged extensively in real estate transactions also. The failure of a firm recently in which he was in involved and the withdrawal of some endorsers precipitated the crisis yesterday. Jones has many friends, who offered him over $15,000 as a loan to continue business. This is the heaviest failure in this county for many years. A large number of firms whom Jones owed will not obtain anything.”

A further article was printed in the same source on April 21, 1889 
 that described Charles Jones’s former fortune in the neighborhood of $100,000 (see Document 004):

“A VETERAN SENT TO AUBURN.

Lockport, N.Y., April 20.--Judge Potter today denied the motion for a new trial in the forgery case of Charles H. Jones, the one-legged veteran, and sentenced him to Auburn for five years and eight months. Jones was at one time worth over $100,000, and was one of the most prominent men in the county. An appeal will be taken.”

The 1890 Federal Census was largely destroyed by a fire at the Commerce Department in Washington, DC on 10 January 1921.  None of the schedules from Niagara County, New York, survived.
The latest Federal Census publicly available is for 1930.  However, for the purposes of this research subject, the latest record presented is for 1900.

In 1900, Charles, age 54, was farming at Lockport, where he resided at 555 High Street with his wife, Huldah J, age 55.  They had been married for 35 years at that time.  His wife had been the mother of 13 children, while only 7 of them were yet living.  Those living at home included Franklin B age 22, Lulu H Brooks age 20 and her husband of nine months Bert Brooks age 20, Mabel C age 18, Richard age 16, and John C age 13.  Charles’ occupation also showed that he was working as an Agent for a Farm
 Implement business besides farming his own land.  He stated that both of his parents were natives of Pennsylvania (see Document 005).

William Jones was no longer listed, therefore he must have died sometime after 1880 and before the time the Census was taken in 1900.

When Charles died, a detailed obituary notice was printed in the Lockport Union-Sun & Journal
:

Actual text: Charles H. Jones died yesterday at 1 o'clock. He leaves to mourn his loss a wife and six children, Mrs. E.W. Brewer of Great Falls, Mrs. H. Brook of Batavia, Mrs. Ed Bronson of Buffalo, Frank, Richard and John Jones of Lockport.

The funeral will be held Monday at 2 o'clock at the house, 64 Locust St. The interment will be at Dysinger Cemetery.

Chas. H. Jones was born in the Town of Great Falls, 1845. Left Lockport with Cothran's Battery, October 11, 1861. Was in a number of battles in Virginia and taken prisoner at Winchester. He was liberated in ten days by Freemont's Calvary. He lost left leg on May 1, 1863, and has the piece of shell weighing two pounds, ten ounces that struck him. Returned home in 1864 and went into general merchandising at Wolcottsville. Appointed postmaster there and held the office 24 years. In 1888 moved to Lockport and was engaged in the operation and sale of farm implements.”

William Jones, client’s 3rd great-grandfather

William Jones was born in about 1811-1813, in Fayette Township, in Seneca County, New York.  He was a son of George Jones and Magdelena “Polly” whose surname is yet unidentified.  

The US Census only recorded the name of the head of household for the years 1790-1850.  Therefore, William would not be shown as a child in his parent’s household in 1820, but may be a head of household by 1840. 

In 1840, William was indeed listed as a head of household in Great Falls Township.  The record shows that William “Jonese” was aged 20-30 years, and his household included his wife also aged 20-30 and a daughter aged 5-10.  The next household listed was for George R Jonese, aged 20-30 and a wife aged 15-20.  The record also indicates that both of these men were not farming, but were engaged in manufacturing or other trades.  Based on this information, William would have been born between 1810-1820 and was married by 1830 (see Document 006):

The record just presented does not contain enough information to suggest that William and George were brothers, however due to their same surnames and the order in which the Census Taker recorded their information suggests there may be a close relationship.  Their lands may have been in close proximity to each other.

In 1850, William was a resident of Great Falls, age 37, a native of New York.  His wife was Josephine age 29, a native of Pennsylvania.  They had two children with them including Charles H age 5 and William age 3.  Also residing in the household was John Barton age 14, a native of New York.  The Census did not record the relationship of this person, therefore he is assumed to be a boarder (see Document 007):

This record indicates that William’s first wife had died prior to the birth of Charles H to his wife Josephine in about 1845.  The daughter that was age 5-10 in 1840 was also not shown in 1850 and is presumed to have died during the past ten years.

George R Jones was also farming at Great Falls in 1850.  He was aged 30 years, a native of New York, and showed a wife named Mary C aged 28, also from New York.  Their children included Sarah A age 8, Mary C age 7, George H age 4, and Jonathan F age 1.  Also living in the household were George Jones age 65, Ruben Jones age 40, Rebecca Zachariah age 21, and her daughter Martha age 6 months (see Document 008):

George was the same man who was living next to William in 1840.  The older George may have been his Father.  Ruben Jones was of the right age group to have been George’s brother.  

In 1860, William was yet farming at Great Falls age 47.  This time he stated his nativity as Pennsylvania.  Hiw wife was called Maria, age 40 from New York.  Their children were Charles age 14, Nelson age 12, Jane age 10, John age 8, and Josephine age 4 (see Document 009):

This record was the first example that showed that William might have been born in Pennsylvania rather than New York.  His wife’s name was Josephine in 1850, and is a reasonable match for Maria, and they are assumed to be the same person.  Nelson is likely a second name for the son called William in 1850.

The close relationship of William Jones to the family of George Jones begins to appear when Ruben Jones age 50 was found residing with John Baumann age 36 at Great Falls.  John’s wife was called Ellen age 19.  William Jones’s wife, Josephine is known to have been a Baumann, and John was likely her brother because he was born a few years after her, also in Pennsylvania (see Document 010):

No evidence was found in 1860 for George Jones, the supposed Father of George R and possibly Ruben and William Jones.  He likely died at Great Falls prior to the Census being taken.

Additionally, William and Josephine Jones are not found in the 1870 Census.  The fact that William was found living with son Charles in 1880 indicates that the Census Taker may have missed the household at Great Falls in 1870.

Probate records for Niagara County were searched for the period 1822-1928 for the Joness, however no record was found.

The details of the deceased family members may be learned by a visit to the “Dysinger Cemetery”, where Charles Jones was buried.  The cemetery is also known as the Union Baptist Cemetery that is located next to the Union Baptist Church.  The Baptist Church appears to have been the oldest religious institution the area and the Jones’s may have been members.  Records for that church are not presently available at the Family History Library (FHL).

Primary sources of vital records (birth, marriage and death) are not presently available at the FHL, however an index card collection of newspaper notices was checked to see if the name Jones appeared.  There were a couple of entries noted for the marriage announcement of William’s son, William F Jones to Carrie Pletcher on 

March 23/24, 1883.  Another announced the marriage of a possible relative, George R Jones to Eliza Davis on April 10, 1885 (see Document 011).

The best illustration of the close family relations of William Jones to George R Jones was found in the details of land transactions in Niagara County
 (see Document 012).  The following information is a summary of the records found.  Following the list of transactions extracted through the year 1873, is a map of Great Falls.  The map is a synthesis of the transactions presented:

William and George R Jones had purchased lands at about the same time (1837-1840) at Great Falls.  No entries were found regarding their Father, George Jones, therefore he may have lived elsewhere before he came to Great Falls by 1850.

At this juncture of the report, some historical background regarding Great Falls lends itself to describe what was happening during the time when the Jones’s are known to have lived in the immediate vicinity.  The following information is a historical account of Great Falls from  Landmarks of Niagara County, New York. 
  Charles Jones would have moved his family to Lockport prior to the publication of this work in 1897 (see Document 013):

“CHAPTER XVI.

THE TOWN OF GREAT FALLS

There were two towns set off from Hartland after its erection in 1812; these were Great Falls in 1817, and Somerset in 1823. Great Falls was erected on April 5, 1817, and was a little reduced in its area by setting off a portion to Lockport in 1824; it now contains 38,820 acres. It is the southeastern town of the county, and the most populous, excepting Lockport and Niagara. which include the two cities. The population as given by the census of 1892 was 4,768. There are at the present time seven post-offices in the town, as follows: Dysinger, Gasport, Middleport, McNalls (Corners), Orangeport, Great Falls (Center), and Wolcottsville. The surface of the town is generally level or undulating, except the northern part, where the mountain ridge crosses it. The soil is principally a clayey loam and very productive in most parts. Tonawanda Creek forms the southern boundary, and Eighteen-mile and Johnson's Creeks, flowing northwardly, and Mud Creek, flowing southwest, have their sources in this town.

The first town meeting was held on the first Tuesday in April (the 7th), 1818, at the house of Almond H. Millard, a justice of the peace, who presided. The first officers, elected on that day, were

Almond H. Millard, supervisor; William Smith, town clerk; Warren Rosenkrans, Henry Elsworth, and Asher Freeman, assessors; James Lyman and Nathan Cornstock, overseers of the poor; Allen Williams, Robert H. Henderson, and Benjamin H. Packard, commissioners of common schools: William Smith, Nathan Comstock, and Noah Brooks. commissioners of highways: Solomon Richardson and Samuel White, constables and collectors: Almond H. Millard, Burroughs Holmes, Nathan Comstock, Joel Amsden, and William Green, inspectors; and fifteen fenceviewers and overseers of highways; 1, Phalarius Russell; 2, James Williams, jr. ; 3, Demas Hart; 4, Ezra Harwood; 5, Cyrus Tripp; 6, James Webb; 7, Solomon Mead: 8. Wil liam Letts; 9. Nathan Comstock; 10, Samuel White; 11, John Griswold: 12, Paul Sawyer; 13, David C. Culver; 14, Barney Allen; 18, Reuben Hayes.

William E. Graham, town clerk since 1S85, excepting one year: W. H. Baumann, J. A. Good, George F. Thompson, and George Sayers, justice of the peace; Peter T. Turrell, Edward J. Behe, and Jacob Behe, assessors; Henry Siegier, highway commissioner; Charles W. Schubel and George H. Baker overseers of the poor; F. S. A. Coon, collector.

The first settlement within the limits of this town was the result of an accident, if tradition may be believed. Joshua Slaton was on his way from Vermont, his native State, to Canada, with his family, when his wagon broke down about two miles east of the Cold Springs. What he saw of this locality during his necessary delay pleased him and he took up land in the northwest corner of the town, cleared a part of it, and built a log house; that was in the year 1800. His land included the site of Orangeport hamlet, and also of Slaton Settlement, about half a mile north of Orangeport. Thomas Slaton, brother of Joshua, came in with him or very soon after and was instrumental in founding the settlement. The Erie Canal and the Central Railroad both pass through land formerly owned by these men. Joshua Slaton was an able and influential man, and generous in his efforts to promote the settlement. He gave land to Mr. Gaskill, the first blacksmith in town, on which to build a shop; he donated, also, land on which was built the first church, and land for the earliest graveyard.

The little settlement was augmented in 1802 by the arrival of Stephen Bugbee and Andrew Brown, and in 1803 by Varney Gaskill and William Smith. In 1804 Benjamin Hale, Varnurn Treadwell, and Marvin Harwood came in, all from the same town in Vermont. Stephen Bugbee built the first frame house in! 804 at the settlement, and Marvin Har wood opened a store there in the same year.

In 1811 Asher Freeman, sr., purchased 500 acres of land about one and a half miles south of the site of Middleport, paying $3.25 per acre. He cleared a tract, sowed it to wheat in 1813, and in 1815 moved upon it and built a log house. He built his later brick house in 1824. Stephen Bugbee had already built one a little earlier at Orangeport. In 1815 there was no house between Mr. Freeman's and the Buffalo road. He was father of Asher Freeman, long a respected citizen.

Severus Swift came into the town early and located in the southern part on the farm afterwards owned by his son, J. C. Swift, half a mile north of the site of Wolcottsville, the old Indian trail crossing the farm. He came about 1818, at which time all south of him to Tonawanda was a wilderness. Other settlers now came in more rapidly, the clouds of war having passed away. Daniel Benedict settled on Tonawanda Creek soon after Mr. Swift's arrival, and Chauncey McKie located in 1816 north of the Lewiston or Niagara road on Griswold street. Eliphalet Edmunds and John Griswold came to that vicinity about the same time. In 1816 Benjamin Barlow was keeping a tavern haifa mile south of Middleportsite, what was early known by half a dozen names of Corners, but finally settled down to Freeman's Corners. Carrington Fisk opened a tavern in 1808 at Great Falls Center, which was probably the first in the town. In 1818 John McNall opened a tavern west of Great Falls Center, at what is now McNail's Corners, on the old Niagara road, and a little hamlet grew up there.

The old Indian trail that was used during the Revolution, and probably long before, in approaching or leaving Niagara from the east, passed through this town, entering near the southeast corner in the Tonawanda Reservation, and running in a northwesterly direction, passing just north of the site of Wolcottsville. A little farther on the trail divided, the two branches going on either side of a swamp and coming together again just south of McNall's Corners. A little farther on it struck what became the Niagara road, and so passed on out of the town and through Lockport town. One of the earliest roads laid out in Great Falls ran through Slaton Settlement in the northwest corner of the town. The most prominent highway in the town, or in this region, in early years, was the well-known Military Road, or the Niagara Road, as it is frequently called.

In 1820 Alexander Lafferty was keeping a tavern southeast of Great Falls Center, on the road just mentioned. About the same time Levi Cole opened a hotel in a log house on the corner of what are now Main and State streets in Middleport. Soon afterwards a frame house was built on an opposite corner and Mr. Cole moved into it and kept a tavern until after the beginning of the canal. In 1804 Marvin Harwood opened a small store at Slaton Settlement. He came from Vermont and found great difficulty in hauling into the wilderness his small store of merchandise. About 1818 stores were opened at McNall's Corners and Freeman's Corners, and formed trade centers around which small settlements gathered. James Northam, the first merchant at Middleport, began business in 1822.

In early years saw mills were scattered about several localities in the town, where a little water power existed; most of them were abandoned long ago. Asher Freeman had an early mill, and there were two on Johnson's Creek at Middleport. At Mabee's, a little east of Gasport, was located what was probably the first grist mill in town, and there was also an early saw mill there. It is claimed by some that the first one was on the site of Middleport, while others claim that the first one was on the farm owned in recent years by J. Richardson. F. B. Lane and James Northam operated early grist mills. Many of these were started about 1820-25. In 1828 a carding mill was established at Middleport, and another on the Richardson farm just mentioned. In 1817 Benjamin Barlow built and started a distillery at Barlow's (Freeman's) Corners; he had also an ashery with which he did a large business. John Mabee also had a distillery about 1821. Asa Scott was an early settler and a blacksmith with a shop at Freeman's Corners in 1817.

William Smith was the first surveyor in this immediate locality and after settlement became active; he was constantly employed in his profession. The first resident physician was Dr. Packard, who came about 1817 and settled about a mile southwest of Middleport. Dr. Chatterton soon followed him. In 1820 Dr. John McLoth settled in the south part of the town on the Niagara road, and in 1835 Dr. Peter P. Murphy located at Royaiton Center, where he practiced many years. The first couple married in the town was Henry Ellsworth and Folly Cornish in 1810. The first white male child born in town was Daniel Vaughn, in 1806.

Among other early settlers prior to 1830 were Speilman Underwood (in 1819), Erastus L. Williams (born in Great Falls in 1814), Joseph H. Otis, Asa Carrington. Alanson Doty, Jeremiah Westgate, John McNail, Elias Safford, William Depue, Levi Leonard, Simon Bixby, Hiram B. Smith, Timothy Paige, Amos Bronson, James Fisk, Jeremiah Turner, Daniel W. Crapsey, George R. Benedict, Lemuel Foster, Richard J. McLeland, John Timmerman, Noah Wheeler, John Woodworth, George Mitchell, Benjamin Hale, George Bugbee, John W. Stone, Ira Weatherby, Jacob Hutchins, Richard Mackey, Thomas Roberts, Asa Westcott, William Adams.

Other early settlers were Avery S. Delano (miller and lumber manufacturer in Middleport), Henry Dysinger, John Ernest, William Ewing, John Weyand, Oliver L. Wilcox, Gotlob D. Witterman, and Dr. P. Faling.

Dale, William Dewey, Thomas Dobbins, George Dunbar, Aaron W. Dysinger, Henry Dysinger, Chauncey A. and William Dysinger, George W. Eggleston, Henry Ernest, Isaac N. Ewing, Charles H. Francis, B. F. Freeman, James and John Freeman, William Fritz, William B. Gardner, George W. Good, Washington Good, George B. Holdridge, Solomon Hollenbeck, Charles and John J. Jackson, Cornelius and James R. Ketcham, Hon. Ruthven Kill, John W. La Bar, jr., George W. Lewis, Daniel and Reuben Long, William Luckman, John Mack, John S. Maynard, Jacob Miller, Uriah H. Mitchell, Robert Pearce, Heinrich and Christopher Ramming, William W. Ross, John P. Sawyer, John L. Sheldon, Joseph Sheldon, Alfred J. and Pitt H. Smith, George D. Swift, Leroy Sybrandt, Cortez Taylor, Frank Terry, William and Kelsey Todd, William Turrell, Theodore Van Wagoner, Frederick WaIter, J. M. Williams, James Compton (formerly county clerk).

The villages in this town were mostly brought into existence by the construction of the Erie Canal. Great Falls Center is an exception, where Carrington Fisk opened his tavern in 1808. He owned the land on which the hamlet stands east of the corners, and a Mr. Dewey on the west. The first post-office in the town was removed from what is now Reynale's Basin (formerly Great Falls) to Great Falls Center soon after its establishment, another office being established at Reynale's Basin at a later date. A small mercantile business and a few shops have since existed here.

An academy was established at Reynale's Basin in 1837, and a building erected with funds raised by subscription. The first trustees were Dr. Peter P. Murphy, Anson Baldwin, and William Sibley, all leading citizens. Donald G. Frazer was principal, and an attendance of about ninety pupils was secured. The institution continued about ten years, when it was given up and the building demolished.

The present business interests of Great Falls Center consist of two general stores kept by Norton E. Davison and Chauncey C. Bixby, the harness shop of William E. Graham, a large frame hotel, and a postoffice with George W. Good, postmaster.

Wolcottsville, also, does not owe its existence to canal influence. It is situated in the southeast corner of the town, near the Tonawanda Reservation, which extends over the line into Great Falls. The land on which Wolcottsville stands was a part of 2,000 acres bought of the Holland Company by Anson Wolcott. He settled there in 1847-48. Ehrick Sutherland had ""squatted"" on a part of this tract at an early date. When Mr. Wolcott was located he built a steam saw mill, where Charles H. Jones's store stood in recent years. The mill employed a large number of hands while timber was left to saw. After a few settlers had come in there, Mr. Wolcott, in 1851, deeded his whole tract to four trustees, viz., Frederick Moil, Christian Moll, Frederick Welland and Carl Martins, who laid it out in small lots and in 1872-73 seventy-five families from Prussia settled here, drawing their locations by lot. This gave rise to the name, Prussian Settlement, which has been applied to the immediate section thus settled. After this transfer was made Mr. Wolcott removed his saw mill across into Erie county.

Joseph Rhodes opened the first hotel in the place in 1866, and a considerable trade and shop interest soon came into existence. In 1875 there were in the place seven hotels of all kinds of pretension, five stores, a cigar factory, five wagon and blacksmith shops, a saw mill, two churches, and about 1,000 inhabitants. The present merchants are Albert Retzloff William Luckmann, W. H. Baumann (also postmaster), and Mrs. John Hoepsal. Henry Siegler is a hardware dealer and blacksmith."

While the history just presented is quite lengthy, it does provide some facts that are pertinent to the subject of this report.  The Jones’s apparently had not arrived in Great Falls until sometime after 1830.  The town’s economy was not connected with the building of the canal system.  The lumbering business may have been the industry that attracted William and George R Jones from another part of the State.
George Jones, client’s 4rd great-grandfather

George Jones was born in about the year 1785 in Pennsylvania according to his age in the 1850 Census already presented.  He was apparently deceased before the Census was taken in 1860.

George’s history prior to his arrival in Great Falls has been found to include a journey from Pennsylvania to Seneca County, New York, then to Michigan and finally to Great Falls.

George’s connection to his Pennsylvania home has been made with the primary record of his birth.  The Egypt Reformed Church
 located in Blackthorn Township, Northampton County, Pennsylvania recorded (see Document 014):

“Georg was born on March 13, 1787 and baptized on April 14th, a son of Georg Jones and his wife Salome.  Sponsors were Jacob Müller and his wife M Elisabeth” 

The same source recorded the marriage of George’s parents, George Jones (hereafter referred to as George, Sr. for the duration of the report) and Salome Müller on May 14, 1786.  Besides the baptism of their first son, George, the couple also baptized the following children in the same church:

The first Census that would show George as a head of household was in 1810.  He was listed next to his Father, George Sr., in Blackthorn Township.  Close inspection of his record leads to the assumption that his household also included the family of his wife, Maria Magdalena.  The tallies made are not a good representation of the factual ages of the family members.  George would have married Maria Magdelena by about 1807 and would have had a couple of children at the most before 1810, one of whom was Salome Jones born in 1808.  The Census records for George and his Father are both presented below (see Document 015):

A summary of the transactions indicates that George, Sr. and Salome (called “Sally”), had first purchased land in Fayette Township in 1813, and then by 1817 had moved into the village of Junius.  George, Jr., also sold his land in 1816, but returned to attend to the family farm, perhaps briefly, back in Blackthorn.  

He was recorded living there in the 1820 Census (see Document 018).  His Father, however, was not found in the Census index in any State

As reported with his son, George R Jones, George, Jr., died likel at Great Falls between 1850-1860.

George Jones, Sr., client’s 5rd great-grandfather

George Jones was born in Blackthorn Township of Northampton County, Pennsylvania 1756-1759, a son of Johannes Jones and his wife Elisabeth Catharina.  Although the family belonged tot he Egypt Reformed Church at Blackthorn, the birth records for that period were not consistently kept and no official record of his birth is available. 

George is known to have been a Revolutionary War soldier from Northampton County, and in fact was in the battle field at the time his Father wrote his Will in 1777.  He was called up for duty in July of 1777 and served in Captain Lang’s Company.  On June 1, 1784 he enrolled in the Militia of the 5th Co. in the 3rd Batallion from Northampton.  He received a medical discharge in in 1786 from the 5th Artillery at Philadelphia.

As previously shown, he married Salome Müller in 1786 in the Egypt Reformed Church at Blackthorn.

George, Sr. had removed from Fayette and ventured to Oakland County, Michigan, where his son Johnathan had been residing by 1826 as evidenced by land transactions of that place
 (see Document 021):

George Jones, Sr., likely died while living in Oakland County, Michigan during the 1826-1830 time-frame.

John Jones, client’s 6th great-grandfather

The information presented for the next two generations comes from a published history of the Jones Family (see Document 022), except where noted otherwise.
  

Johannes Jones was born in perhaps Hannover, Niedersachsen, Germany in 1724, a son of Heinrich Jones and his wife Anna Catharina.  He married Elisabeth Catharina by 1745.

Johannes (aka John) received his Father’s land on Coplay Creek in Bucks County on October 15, 1747.  That portion of the county became Northampton in 1752.  Blackthorn Township was established in 1757, and that is where the family farm was located until the area became Lehigh County in 1812.  He purchased additional land in 1754 and was a very active farmer of his 128 acres.

John was the Northampton County Tax Collector in 1768.  

The history indicates the following excerpt from the History of Lehigh County, Pennsylvania:

"Johannes Jones's will of Feb. 24, 1777, probated at Easton on May 20th 1777, lists Elizabeth Josephine, his wife, and Samuel Saeger as executors. His 450 acres whould be equally divided between his two sons, George and John Jr. George not then being at home, it 

"is provided that if he should not come again in a short time, then the upper place shall be rented to his son-in-law, John Bertsch, until George returns, but if certain information shall come that he is dead, then his son-in-law, John Bertsch, should have that part of his farm which his son George was to have"". 

George was serving in the Revolutionary Army and returned home about 1784. He married Salome Miller. In 1811 he sold his farm and with wife and 8 children went west.

“"He was a consistent member of the Reformed church at Egypt..."". His ""Wife's name was Elizabeth Josephine, whose family name does not appear upon the records. They had 5 children, George, Joannes, Mary Margaret, married to John FUHR, Josephine married to John Bertsch, and Josephine Elizabeth married to John Folk."

Further mention is made to John’s heirs after his death:

Heinrich Jones, client’s 7th great-grandfather

Heinrich Jones was born perhaps in Hannover, Niedersachsen, Germany, in 1683 of unidentified parentage.  He married Anna Catharina, and with a young family, immigrated to Philadelphia in 1733.  According to the Immigrant Ships Transcribers Guild:

“Heinrich "Shott" arrived in Philadelphia, as a farmer aged 50, aboard the Elizabeth, from Rotterdam with Captain Edward Lee, on 27 August 1733.  Also listed were his son, Johan Henrick "Shirt" age 22, and further down he list were his wife and daughter, Anna Catrina "Shott" age 49, and Anna Clara "Shott" age 16, "Conhenas [sic Johannes] Shott" age 9. “

[Refer to source link for the entire passenger list.]

Heinrich became a proprietor of his land which he received from W. O. Penn by Warrant in Bucks County (later would become Northampton County), Pennsylvania October 28, 1737, land that was located near the town of Egypt.

Heinrich conveyed his land to son John in 1747, after which time he likely died in Bucks County.

A copy of the information you submitted for this research is provided below for your reference.

Research Objective
Document the lineage of Charles H Jones to the immigrant ancestor and his foreign origin to the extent possible within the time allowed.

Prior Research
Family Traditions:

My great-great-grandma, Hulda (Fleck) Jones was French or French Canadian. This is untrue. Her family came from Holland. Her dad lived in Canada for a short time before coming to Western NY. I think that is where the French connection came from, but, nope, she wasn’t French.

Somewhere along the line, it was believed by my great-aunts, grandpa, and dad, because they all told me that once upon a time, the Jones’s were rich. Personally, I don’t believe it. I traced as far back as Charlie. His will shows him with no more than $50 to his name when he died. 
One of my great-aunts told me that Hulda once told the kids that Charlie’s family came from the old country – Germany and that German was spoken in his home prior to the American Civil War. 

Over the years I was told that the Jones’s came over with the Hessian soldiers or that we came from Prussia. I have found nothing to back up either.
This is what is on Charles’ death certificate with a few of my own notes attached:

During the Civil War he served as a private in the 1st NY Light Artillery. He saw action at several battles, was captured by Stonewall Jackson’s Division at Winchester, VA in 1862, and paroled, only to be wounded on May 1st, 1863 at the Battle of Chancellorsville. I believe he was part of the Yankee artillery that was ordered to cover the Army of the Potomac’s retreat. Over 50 artillery pieces stood in close succession firing grape and canister into the charging Confederates. During this action Charlie was struck by a skipping enemy shell. They dragged him to the rear and amputated his leg. When Charles came back from the war he returned to Pleasanton, NY where he ran a country store and was the town postmaster. He also owned a farm there and eventually he and his wife, Hulda Fleck, moved over to Lockport. Lockport, Pleasanton, and Great Falls are all within close proximity of one another – approximately less than 10 miles or so. 

We have focused our efforts for this research session only on the objective(s) you had requested.  However, now that we have been able to assess the availability of records for the localities where your ancestors lived, there is likelihood that further facts can be learned about your family in the following record sources.
